The mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is the central mystery of Christian faith and life. It is the mystery of God in 
Himself. It is therefore the source of all the other mysteries of faith, the light that 2157 enlightens themé  

 
History of the Constantinopolitan ñNiceneò Creed 

 
In the early primitive Church we see Apostles and disciples hiding and proclaiming, running and yet standing firm; we see them 
persecuted, imprisoned, tortured and killed. The Age of The Martyrs was the seed bed for the early Church and the very means 
by which it spread. By the Fourth Century, however, we see a strange occurrence. The pagan Roman Emperor, Constantine, 
converts through an apparition of the cross superimposed over the Sun. And he hears the words with that cross: ñIn This Sign 
Conquerò [In Hoc Signo Vinces]. Constantine immediately places the sign of the cross on his soldierôs shields and goes into the 
most decisive battle of his career, and he is victorious! He attributes the victory to the Christian God and declares tolerance of 
Christians in his realm. The year was 313 A.D.  
 
From that point on The Church began to prosper materially and was blessed with peace from the external Roman forces. Be-
cause of the numbers of Christian converts they began meeting in Roman Law Courts (basilica) for their celebrations of The Eucharist. 
The Church was at peace externally, but began to have turmoil and discord internally. It was about this time that a priest by the name of 
Arius from Africa - Alexandria in Egypt to be precise - began preaching that Jesus Christ was not the Eternally Begotten Son of The Fa-
ther but was rather created in time. This made Jesus a creature, something created and not divine in nature as The Church had always 
and everywhere believed. The result was the condemnation of Arius by his Bishop, St. Athanasius. But trouble was still brewing. It wasnôt 
long before Emperor Constantine told the bishops that they should get their teaching in order, they should meet together, at State ex-
pense, to decide on this issue. They chose to meet in Nicaea in Asia Minor.  
 
And so the Ecumenical Council of Nicaea was born in 325 A.D. The majority of bishops decided that St. Athanasius was correct, that 
Arius was wrong, and they issued decrees of condemnation against what began to be called óArianismô. The ñI BELIEVEéò or Credo 
(creed) that was promulgated is pretty much the same one we use today at each Sunday Mass; it is called the Nicene Creed. We can 
see in its language and four parts that it speaks of The Father, The Son, and The Holy Spirit, and The Church. In the part on óThe Sonô 
the emphasis of the Divinity of Jesus Christ is striking. God from God, Light from Light, True God from True God, Begotten not made 
(created), Consubstantial with The Father.  
 
The argument that was used to promulgate the orthodox teaching was that Jesus Christ spoke of God, The Father, in personal terms that 
emphasized Jesusô unique union with The Father. Jesus did things and proclaimed things that only a Divine Person could do and pro-
claim. Perhaps the best text is the beginning prelude of the Gospel of St John: ñIn the beginning was The Word, and The Word was 
with God, and The Word was God. 2. He was in the beginning with God. 3. All things came to be through Him, and without Him 
nothing came to be. What came to be 4. through Him was life, and this life was the light of mané (Jn 1:1-4)ò. 
 
In this we see that ñThe Wordò was ñIn the beginningéò. These words are an allusion to the Book of Genesis where the Old Testament 
starts out, ñIn the beginningéò If The Word was already ñIn the beginningéò, that is, before creation, before time began, then The Word 
could not be ñcreatedò as nothing was as yet created. It is as St. John reveals: ñHe (The Word, the Divine nature of The Son) was in 
the beginning with God (The Father). 3. All things came to be through Him, and without Him nothing came to be.ò God created Ex 
Nihilo, from nothing. At the creation there was no preexisting material thing, there could not be any human-divine person (Jesus) already 
existing as Arius taught.  
 
When St John states that ñThe Word was with God, and The Word was Godò he is showing us terms of relationship. If the Word IS 
God how can The Word be WITH God? The only way is if the Word and God are ONE THING, yet separate in some way. But this is pre-
cisely what Jesus says of The Sonôs relation to The Father. ñThe Father and I are one." The Greek here means óone-in-beingô, consub-
stantial [Jn 10:30]. Having said this, the Jews picked up stones in reply and said, ñYou, a man, are making yourself God." So the Jews 
understood that Jesus was proclaiming divinity (see also Jn 8:56ff). YES, Jesus was a man who said He was God. Hence,  St. Johnôs 
revelation: ñAnd The Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us, and we saw His glory, the glory as of The Father's Only 
Son, full of grace and truth.ò[ Jn 1:14]. The Eternal Divine Word took on flesh in time (@4A.D.), He was born of the Virgin Mary and 
became man. This is the Catholic Teaching from day one, as it is found in the Gospels.  
 
This is why Jesus always speaks of ñMyò Father, and ñYourò Father. JESUS NEVER SAYS ñOURò FATHER WHEN SPEAKING TO HIS 
APOSTLES AND DISCIPLES. IT IS ALWAYS MY FATHER OR YOUR FATHER, THE FATHER. 

           
When His disciples asked Him how they were supposed to pray Jesus told them, "This is how you are to pray: Our Father in heaven, 
hallowed be your name, (Mt 6: 9). We also see this in the Resurrection account. In conversing with Mary Magdalene, ñJesus said to her, 
"Stop holding on to Me, for I have not yet ascended to The Father. But go to My brothers and tell them, `I am going to My Father and your 
Father, to My God and your God.ò Jn 20: 17. All throughout the New Testament Jesus stresses His unique one-only relationship to 
The Father. When speaking relationally He says My Father, My Heavenly Father. [MY Father Mt 7:21, Mt 10:32, Mt 11:27, Mt 12:50, Mt 
15:13, Mt 16:17, Mt 18:10,19, Mt 18:35, Mt 20:23, Mt 26: 29, Mt 26:39, Mt 26:53, Jn 8:19, Jn 20:17, Jn 14:20] However, when speaking 
to, or about, His disciples and Apostles He ALWAYS says, The Father, your Father, your Heavenly Father, etc. [Your/Our Father Mt 5:16, 
Mt 5:45, Mt 5:48, Mt 6:1,4, 6, 8], Mt 6: 9, Mt 6: 14, Mt 6:26, Mt 7:11,Mt 10:20,Mt 1:26, Mt 18:14].

The Patriarchal Family in History  
by Christopher Dawson  

 
The problem that faces us today is, therefore, not so much the result of an intellectual revolt against the traditional Christian 
morality; it is due to the inherent contradictions of an abnormal state of culture. The natural tendency, which is even more 
clearly visible in America than in England, is for the Puritan tradition to be abandoned and for society to give itself up passively 
to the machinery of modern cosmopolitan life. But this is no solution. It leads merely to the breaking down of the old structure 
of society and the loss of the traditional moral standards without creating anything which can take their place. As in the decline 
of the ancient world, the family is steadily losing its form and its social significance, and the State absorbs more and more of 
the life of its members. The home is no longer a center of social activity; it has become merely a sleeping place for a number 
of independent wage-earners. The functions which were formerly fulfilled by the head of the family are now being taken over 
by the State, which educates the children and takes the responsibility for their maintenance and health. Consequently, the 
father no longer holds a vital position in the family . . . . Moreover, the reaction against the restrictions of family life which in the 
ancient world was confined to the males of the citizen class, is today common to every class and to both sexes. To the mod-
ern girl marriage and motherhood appear not as the conditions of a wider life, as they did to her grandmother, but as involving 
the sacrifice of her independence and the abandonment of her career. 
 
The only remaining safeguards of family life in modern urban civilization are its social prestige and the sanctions of moral 
and religious tradition. Marriage is still the only form of sexual union which is openly tolerated by society, and the ordinary 
man and woman are usually ready to sacrifice their personal convenience rather than risk social ostracism. But if we accept 
the principles of the new morality, this last safeguard will be destroyed and the forces of dissolution will be allowed to oper-
ate unchecked. It is true that Mr. [Bertrand] Russell, at least, is willing to leave us the institution of marriage, on condition that 
it is strictly demoralized and no longer makes any demands on continence. But it is obvious that these conditions reduce 
marriage to a very subordinate position. It is no longer the exclusive or even the normal form of sexual relations: it is entirely 
limited to the rearing of children. For, as Mr. Russell is never tired of pointing out, the use of contraceptives has made sexual 
intercourse independent of parenthood, and the marriage of the future will be confined to those who seek parenthood for its 
own sake rather than as the natural fulfilment of sexual love. But under these circumstances who will trouble to marry? Mar-
riage will lose all attractions for the young and the pleasure-loving and the poor and the ambitious. The energy of youth will 
be devoted to contraceptive love and only when men and women have become prosperous and middle-aged will they think 
seriously of settling down to rear a strictly limited family. 
 
It is impossible to imagine a system more contrary to the first principles of social well-being. So far from helping modern socie-
ty to surmount its present difficulties, it only precipitates the crisis. It must lead inevitably to a social decadence far more rapid 
and more universal than that which brought about the disintegration of ancient civilization. The advocates of birth-control can 
hardly fail to realize the consequences of a progressive decline of the population in a society in which it is already almost sta-
tionary, but for all that their propaganda is entirely directed towards a further diminution in the birth rate. Many of them, like Dr. 
Stopes, are no doubt so much concerned with the problem of individual happiness that they do not stop to consider how the 
race is to be carried on. Others, such as Mr. Russell, are obsessed by the idea that over-population is the main cause of war 
and that a diminishing birth rate is the best guarantee of international peace. There is, however, nothing in history to justify this 
belief. The largest and most prolific populations, such as the Chinese and the Hindus, have always been singularly unaggres-
sive. The most warlike peoples are usually those who are relatively backward in culture and few in numbers, like the Huns and 
the Mongols, or the English in the fifteenth century, the Swedes in the seventeenth century, and the Prussians in the eighteenth 
century. If, however, questions of population should give rise to war in the future, there can be no doubt that it is nations with 
wide possessions and a dwindling population who will be most likely to provoke an attack. But it is much more likely that the 
process will be a peaceful one. The peoples who allow the natural bases of society to be destroyed by the artificial conditions of 
the new urban civilization will gradually disappear and their place will be taken by those populations which live under simpler 
conditions and preserve the traditional forms of the family. 

 
Written in 1933, historian Christopher Dawson analyzes the roots of the patriarchal family and  

predicts the downfall of the family in a contraceptive society.
