WHY DOES GOD HIDE? Why does God hide from certain people (the wise and the
learned)? Why does God Reveal the didden thingsbonly to the child-like? And further, why
does Our Lord thank The Father for these things?

Richard Dawkins is a biologist, world famous for his stance on atheism. He asks himself the
rhetorical question: WWhat's going to happen ... if in the unlikely event after | died | met godo

ff think the first thing | would say is . . . . Why did you take such great pains to conceal yourself and
to hide away from us?0[ Ifil Meet God When | Dieo from YouTube Video published on Sep 15, 2012]. This
question is answered by our Lord Jesus in the Gospel today [Mt 11:25-30].

First of all, God is unknown or diddenbbecause He is infinite — indefinable — by all beings, human
or angelic. To @efinedsomething is to mentally circumscribe it, it is to place limits upon what a spe-
cific thing is. The word @efinedmeans literally fto endo ,to limitd the Infinite God cannot be ended
or limited and therefore cannot be defined without qualification. God is the Infinite Being Who con-
stantly reveals His Nature to the blessed angels and saints in heaven forever!

Secondly, in relation to man himself, God is considered hidden because of His divine nature, which
is that of a purely Spiritual Being. Man, as a finite rational animal (an animated body), can there-
fore only experience God, at least in this life, in a mediated fashion through other bodies (i.e. appa-
ritions, fire, light, sounds, even persons: Moses, Prophets, Apostles, the physical body of Christ,
etc.). Man is restricted to knowledge via the five senses, and as God is Pure Spirit man cannot dis-
cern the Spirit, except through God [Jn 1:18]. Therefore we see that by His Very Nature in Himself
God is hidden.

However, God manifests His mysterious hidden Nature to man in world history through Divine
Revelation — Scripture and Tradition. This Revelation of His Majesty is of @'he Infinited The 8epa-
rated The dranscendentd all of which are depicted by the understanding of an indescribable, inde-
terminable holiness. Notice, it is holiness, NOT Goodness; God is good, but not merely @oodé nei-
ther does God call us merely to be good. God call us to be holy [Lev 11:44]! In this holiness we
somehow experience something of the Divine Majesty of God. Man® mental grasping of this inde-
terminable holiness is the gradual entering into the Majesty of God through a dark faith.

That the Divine Majesty is termed dolinessdin Sacred Scripture is clear, for The Lord, Thy God IS
Holy — Holiness Itself ["Holy, Holy, Holy is the LORD of hosts!" Isaiah 3:6; Rev 4: 8]! And all things associat-
ed with God’s Majesty must be holy too. God& name is holy [Psim 30:5], The d1oly Spiritd[Lk1:35],
Holy Father [Jn 17:11], as are all His ways [Psim 77:12]. There are: Holy things [I Chron 23:28]; Holy
times [Nemh 8:9]; Holy places [I Chron 6:49]; Holy conduct [Leviticus 19:1]; Holy persons [lI Kings 4:8]; and
indeed, all God& people must be holy too [Lev 11:44; 20: 7], as are His Holy angels [Mk 8:38]. We can
see then that the majestic holiness of God is of His Very Nature Itself, and that to participate in
God is to participate in this @reatness of naturedyll Pet 1:4]. Man& finite nature becomes likened un-
to God® Infinite Nature through a participation in the holiness of God through something we call
&anctifying graceo .

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In scripture the very desire for this participation in holiness is seen in the simile of man& effort to
&eek God's Faced[Psalm 27:7]. The psalmist especially speaks of seeking the Face of The Lord
[Psalm 102: 2; 88:14; 69:17; 44:24; 30:7]; that The Face of The Lord shines brightly upon us [Psalm 4;
31:15; 44:4; 80:4; 89:16; 119:135; also, Dan 9:17; Il Sam 22:13.]; and The Face of The Lord is flLight It-
selfO[psalm 36 fi éand in your light we see Light.0.]In the Book of Revelation God is the Light Itself: if saw
...The city had no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gave it light and its lamp
was the Lamb [Rev 21:22]0 .

Discerning the hidden nature of God, this indeterminable holiness, is like coming into the blinding
light of God Who is pure spirit. Just as we need to look through a dark lens to see the sun directly,
so God supplies us in this life with a dark lens or medium as well. We call this dark lens or dark me-
dium in this life fFaithd St. Paul said that iFor now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to
Face: now | know in part; but then shall | know even as also | am knownaQ[l Cor 13:12]. Faith is actu-
ally the Light of God illuminating the mind which, because by nature alone we cannot see God, ap-
pears as darkness to man® limited natural intellect, as blinding light. To those who are granted su-
pernatural grace from above however, faith is the enlightenment of God to see and enter into His
Majesty and Mystery.

This understanding of firhe God of Lighto explains why Moses, who saw God face-to-Face
[Num12:8], was in turn enlightened even physically. AsiMoses came down from Mount Sinai . . . the
skin of Moses’ face had become radiant while he conversed with The Lord [Ex 34:29]”. It also ex-
plains why Jesus, in manifesting His Glory, has a radiant face at the Transfiguration on Mount Ta-
bor: MAnd Jesus was transfigured . . . “His face shone like the sun and His clothes became white
as light. And behold, Moses and Elijah appeared to them, conversing with Jesus. While he was still
speaking, behold, a bright cloud cast a shadow over them, then from the cloud came a voice that
said, "This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to Him [Mt 17:1-5]0 A question:
How does a bright cloud cast a shadow? This is a depiction of the darkness of Faith through which
we hear (recognize) the Voice of God.

To answer our question then; God is hidden because man, by nature, cannot see Him without the
dark lenses of Supernatural Faith. Faith is the dark medium by which we can eedGod — grasp
God intellectually — in an indeterminable holiness, now in this life; but one day, without
faith, in heaven face-to-Face [I Cor 13:12]. Only those who are humble accept faith (excluding the
wise and the learned of this world); and Jesus rejoices because The Father Reveals Himself to the
humble, confounding the strong, so that the surpassing greatness or glory is, as St. Paul says,
seen as God®& and not man& [l Cor 1:25-31]. Arrogant and proud men do not accept the blinding lens
of dark faith for they prefer their own vision (example of stars at night). They cannot humble them-
selves to see the true light with the indeterminable feyes of faitho .

To sum up: we see that iThe Face of The God of Lightois a burning bright radiance that no person
can look directly upon without being overcome and blinded by that Same Light. St. Paul is our best
witness to this dark medium of faith given as a gift by God. He tells us personally: "On that journey
as | drew near to Damascus, about noon a great light from the sky suddenly shone around me. My
companions saw the light but did not hear the voice of the one who spoke to me . . . . Since | could
see nothing because of the brightness of that light, | was [blinded], led by hand by my companions
and entered Damascus [Acts 22:9, 11]. St. Paul didnd just enter Damascus that day; he above all en-
tered into the Light of Faith. The &cales6that fell from his eyes represent the natural vision of man
that must be removed so that we can see God in His own Light. We too should always pray that we
will have the humility to accept the Light of Faith in a greater way each and every day; even if there
is blindness and we must be led by the hand as a little child to ultimately see God.

In an interview with The National Catholic Register, Egyptian Greek Melkite Jesuit Father Henri Boulad explains why he believes Islamist

Greek Melkite
Jesuit Father Henri Boulad believes that when it comes to dealing with Islam, the Catholic Church has succumbed to a fliberal left ideol-
ogy which is destroying the Westdbased on the pretext of fopenness, tolerance and Christian charity.0

In a June 10 interview with the Register, Father Boulad reveals that he shared these sentiments with Pope Francis in a letter he wrote to
him last August, telling him that many think the Pope& own views on Islam are faligned with this ideology, and that, from complacency,
you go from concessions to concessions, and compromises in compromises, at the expense of the truth.0 Chfistians,0 he wrote, fare
expecting something from you other than vague and harmless declarations that may obscure reality.0 Some said the Pope took a diplo-
matic yet slightly firmer line on Islam when he gave an address to Al Azhar University in Cairo at the end of April.

Father Boulad, 85, an Egyptian and a relative of the Jesuit scholar of Islam, Father Samir Khalil Samir, also discusses in this interview
why he believes Islamists are merely carrying out what their religion teaches, whether Islam is capable of reform, and how, despite its

problems, the religion can help the Church in acting as a bulwark against secularist ideology.

Father Boulad, what evidence is there to show that Islam is inherently violent?

Here are clear statements of the Koran itself:
"Kill the unbelievers wherever you find them." Koran 2:191
"Make war on the infidels living in your neighborhood." Koran 9:123
"When opportunity arises, kill the infidels wherever you catch them." Koran 9:5
"Any religion other than Islam is not acceptable." Koran 3:85
"The Jews and the Christians are perverts; fight them."... Koran 9:30
"Maim and crucify the infidels if they criticize Islam" Koran 5:33
"Punish the unbelievers with garments of fire, hooked iron rods, boiling water..." Koran 22:19
"The unbelievers are stupid; urge the Muslims to fight them." Koran 8:65
"Muslims must not take the infidels as friends." Koran 3:28
"Terrorize and behead those who believe in scriptures other than the Qur'an." Koran 8:12
"Muslims must muster all weapons to terrorize the infidels." Koran 8:60

Added to these are a few samples of Muhammaddé teachings and life. Here are some quotations taken from Muslim sources:
- "l have been commanded to fight against people till they testify that there is no god but Allah, and that Muhammad is the mes-
senger of Allah" - (Muslim 1:33)
- "Fight everyone in the way of Allah and kill those who disbelieve in Allah." (Ibn Ishaq 992). Muhammad®& life was a succession
of warfare, plundering and killings... and every Muslim is invited to imitate this supreme fimodelod .
- Muhammad owned and traded slaves - (Sahih Muslim 3901), and ordered his followers to stone women for adultery. - (Muslim
4206)
- He himself beheaded 800 Jewish men and boys, (Abu Dawud 4390) ordered the murder of women (lbn Ishaq 819, 995) and
killed those who insulted him. - (Bukhari 56:369, 4:241)
- According to him, Jihad in the way of Allah elevates one's position in Paradise by a hundred fold. - (Muslim 4645)
- In his last ten years, he ordered 65 military campaigns and raids. - (Ibn Ishaq) and killed captives taken in battle. - (Ibn Ishaq
451)

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- He encouraged his men to rape enslaved women, (Abu Dawood 2150, Quran 4:24), he put apostates to death, plundered and
lived off the wealth of others, captured and enslaved non-Muslim people.

- After Mohammed®& death, his followers attacked and conquered the populations of 28 countries and declared holy war on the
people of five major world religions.

Examples from Islamic history:

- In the first 240 years, 11 of the first 32 caliphs were murdered by fellow Muslims.

- Muslim clerics have always engaged in or condoned terrorism all along history and up till now.

- We witness daily religious violence against Hindus, Jews, Buddhists, Muslims, Christians. The converts to Christianity are beheaded.

- The victims of slave traffic done by the Arabs during almost ten centuries amount to tens of millions of people.

flesus said to us, 'the Truth will set you free.' It is because he refused any compromise on this point that he knew the fate which was
his. Following him, countless Christians preferred martyrdom to compromise, as is the case in Egypt and elsewhere to this day.o

fin the extreme fragility of Christians — both in the West and in the East — they are expecting something from you other than
vague and harmless declarations that may obscure reality. Your predecessor, Pope Benedict XVI, had the courage to take a clear and
unambiguous position. His attitude has raised a lot of shields and earned him many enemies. But is not a frank confrontation healthier
than a dialogue based on compromise? When the Jewish hierarchs asked the apostles to stop announcing the Gospel, they replied: "As

for us, we cannot not proclaim what we have seen and heard ..." (Acts 4:20).

fit is high time to emerge from a shameful and embarrassed silence in the face of this Islamism that attacks the West and the
rest of the world. A systematically conciliatory attitude is interpreted by the majority of Muslims as a sign of fear and weakness. If Jesus
said to us: Blessed are the peacemakers, he did not say to us: Blessed are the pacifists. Peace is peace at any cost, at any price. Such

an attitude is a pure and simple betrayal of truth.o
